One Community Visiting Scheme 
Volunteers are needed by the Eastleigh Visiting 
Scheme to visit lonely older people and others who 
find it difficult to get out and about to socialise. The 
scheme operates across the borough of Eastleigh 
and volunteers are particularly needed in the 
Southern Parishes, where there is currently an 
unmet need.  
 Volunteers visit clients in their own home for 
an hour or two a week to offer a bit of company, so 
the time required is small, and volunteers are only 
asked to commit to a set of eight visits at a time, so 
the role fits in alongside other commitments.  
 Referrals to Eastleigh Visiting Scheme come 
from Adult Services, GPs, tenancy support officers 
and other care professionals, and the service is 
aimed at those who live alone and might go for 
considerable periods with no one to talk to. 
 A full induction is given with ongoing support 
and regular get togethers with other volunteers. A 
mileage rate of 45p per mile is paid. 
 

Hosts for Contact the Elderly 
Contact the Elderly is the only national charity 
solely dedicated to tackling loneliness and social 
isolation amongst older people, through regular 
face-to-face contact. Supported by a network of 
volunteers, Contact the Elderly organises monthly 
Sunday afternoon tea parties for small groups of 
older people aged 75 and over, who live alone, 
offering a regular and vital friendship link every 
month. 

 Volunteer hosts/hostesses invite small groups 
to their homes for an afternoon tea party twice per 
year. This would normally take place on a Sunday 
afternoon by prior arrangement with a Group 
Coordinator. The host’s house should have a 
downstairs toilet and suitable seating. Volunteer 
drivers deliver and collect the elderly guests. 
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Storytime and Rhymetime Volunteers  
at West End Library 

West End Library is looking for branch volunteers, 
particularly to help with Storytime on a Thursday 
morning and Rhymetime on a Friday morning. 
Storytime and Rhymetime sessions are all about 
sharing stories and rhymes with younger children. 
Volunteers need to be reliable, enjoy the company 
of children and be able to communicate well with 
them. 
 The sessions will not be starting up again 
until September. 
  

Storytime Volunteer at Netley Library 
Netley Library is looking for branch volunteers, 
particularly to lead Storytime on a Friday morning. 
Storytime sessions are all about sharing stories and 
rhymes with younger children. Tasks and duties 
include: 
 Preparing the area where the session takes 

place and choosing the rhymes or stories 
 Welcoming the families of small children and 

babies and overseeing buggy parking 
 Encouraging parents and carers to join in 
 Clearing up after the session. 
 

Royal Victoria Country Park  
Visitor Host and Front of House Roles

The Royal Victoria 
Country Park was once 
home to the Royal 
Victoria Military 
Hospital. Today, little is 
left to indicate the scale 
and grandeur of the 
original building; the 
Chapel is all that 
remains. The Heritage 

Lottery Fund awarded Hampshire County Council’s 
project, ‘Royal Victoria: Uncovering the Stories of 
Netley Military Hospital,’ a heritage grant in 2016. 
The £3.1m project has enabled the Grade II Listed 
Chapel to be conserved and established as a focal 
point for heritage interpretation and activities, 
creating a sustainable future for this much-loved 
local landmark and providing many new 
opportunities for people and communities to 
become engaged with this very special site. 

 Volunteer Visitor Hosts are needed to 
welcome visitors to the Chapel, assist the public in 
the exhibition and direct them around the building, 
and to interpret some of the items and give short 
introductions. Hosts will be on hand to help the 
public to hold and engage with the historic 
artefacts in the hospital collection. 
 Front of House Volunteers, in this public-
facing role, play an important part in enhancing the 
visitor experience in the Chapel. Volunteers will 
man the reception desk and welcome visitors, 
providing excellent customer service, care and 
security for the benefit of all. This role will work to 
a rota and support the day to day running of the 
front of house area.

Hampshire Constabulary  
Police Cadet Leaders 

The Volunteer Police Cadet scheme provides a safe 
environment where young people can learn as 
individuals, develop positive relationships with the 
police and actively support the community. Cadets 
will be working alongside police officers and staff 
at a variety of events and policing operations, 
leading to them achieving the Police Cadet 
Volunteering Award. Some cadets have been 
involved in crime prevention initiatives, large 
events such as CarFest and Victorious Festival, the 
Duke of Edinburgh Award, and helping the police 
understand issues from a young person’s 
perspective. An exciting opportunity has been 
created as a Volunteer Cadet leader working in 
your local area, with police officers and police 
staff. Availability for a minimum of one evening 
session per month is desirable. 
 Volunteers will assist the Unit Leader in the 
delivery of the volunteer police cadet scheme, and 
to facilitate cadets sessions, such as cadet drill 
exercises, Duke of Edinburgh award scheme and to 
assist with weekly session and community 
engagement events as required. The successful 
candidates will be expected to work three hours a 
week, which may include working the occasional 
evening or weekend.

Eastleigh Good Neighbours is looking for a new 
committee member to take responsibility for 
marketing.

The 
role is undertaken from home – picking up 
messages from a remotely located answerphone – 
and all out of pocket expenses are covered.  
 The friendly group provides full training and 
support, with opportunities for get togethers and 
socialising.
